Tank Sumps

FlexWorks Tank Sumps are installed below grade on top
of UST'’s to provide access to secondary containment of
underground equipment such as submersible pumps,
tank bung fittings, and various piping connections. Tank
Sumps extend from the top of the tank to just below a
manhole cover at grade level. The sump cover must be
located within the grade level manhole skirt just under the
manhole cover. If the tank is too deep to allow for this, a
deeper sump must be used. Do not exceed Maximum
Sump Base Burial Depths: TSS-39”; TSM-44” and TSD-
56”.

Step #1

Mount the Tank Sump to the UST. Flexworks Tank
Sumps are mounted to bung fittings on top of UST’s using
the following FlexWorks sump mounting flanges:

SMF-4E 4” NPT (tank bung) Mounting Flange
SMF-6 6” NPT (tank bung) Mounting Flange

(Refer to Mounting Flange Installation Instructions)

IMPORTANT: After mounting the sump to the tank,
make sure the sump base is supported by backfill to pre-
vent damage to the mounting seal area.

NOTICE: Manway mounting kits supplied by other man-
ufacturers are not warrantied by OPW. OPW bears no
responsibility whatsoever for the integrity of joints using
alternate tank sump mounting systems.

Step #2
The height of FlexWorks tank sumps can be adjusted in

the field by cutting off a portion of the sump riser.
Remove sump cover; rotate and slide off cover ring;
remove cover seal. Determine the location to cut to allow
the sump to extend just below the grade level access
manhole cover within the manhole skirt. Using a saber
saw, cut off the top section. The cut must be made
between ribs (on an inside rib) leaving a 1/2” lip to
hold the seal in place.

Step #3
Install the appropriate FlexWorks pipe and entry fittings into

the flats around teh tank sump base at the proper locations.
(Refer to the appropriate FlexWorks Entry Fitting Installation
Instructions).

Determining Pipe Entry Height

Pipe entries are generally located as close to the bottom of
the tank sump as possible. The lower the pipe entry into the
tank sump wall, the easier it will be to maintain the proper
piping slope back to the UST from the dispensers.

Step #4
Complete all piping connections, and reattach the sump

cover assembly. Apply a bead of urethane sealant (SL-
1100) under the cover seal to hold it in place.

Leak Testing

After all connections are made, fill the sump with water. A
drop in the water level within 1 hour indicates a leak that
must be corrected before backfilling.

Backfilling

Rounded pea gravel with a minimum diameter of 1/8” and a
maximum diameter of 3/4” must be used for backfill around
FlexWorks Tank Sumps. To prevent sump distortion, avoid
dumping pea gravel directly onto the Tank Sumps when
backfilling.

Maintenance

FlexWorks sumps are designed to provide secondary con-
tainment of tank equipment and piping connections. All
sumps should be regularly checked for the presence of
petroleum products. Third party approved liquid sensors
should be installed in every sump. Any liquid present in the
sump should be promptly removed and disposed of proper-
ly. The drainage area between the sump and manhole skirt
must be kept clear of silt and debris to allow surface water
to drain away.
