IMPORTANT: Use only FlexWorks coupling equipment,
FlexWorks couplings, and FlexWorks fittings for FlexWorks
Piping Systems.

Step #1 (See Figure 1)

Mount the proper size guide block on the cylinder
assembly. Insert the draw bar through the back of the
swage block assembly.

IMPORTANT: Use only mandrel part numbers SWE-0150 and
SWE-0200 for FlexWorks pipe when using machine model
numbers CMP-200 or CMM-200. When using machine model
number CME-0110, use only mandrel part number SSSBE-
150. When using machine model number CME-0220, use
only mandrel part number SSSBE-200.

Step #2 (See Figure 2

Mount the coupling insert face first onto the guide block.
Lubricate the inside of the coupling insert with
molybdenum grease. (Do not use WD40 or hydraulic
fluid). Screw the mandrel onto the draw bar (small end
first) until it is snug against the neck of the coupling
body. Lubricate the outside of the mandrel with
molybdenum grease. (Do not use WD40 or hydraulic
fluid).

IMPORTANT: Use only the proper coupling for FlexWorks
piping systems.

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Step #3 (See Figure 3)

Insert the coupling ferrule onto the primary pipe.

Step #4 (See Figure 4
Slide the pipe and ferrule assembly over the mandrel
until pipe and ferrule bottom out on the coupling insert.

Step #5

Connect the hydraulic hose; make sure the vent is open
on the hydraulic fluid reservoir; work hand pump or push
the start button on electric and pneumatic models.
Continue until the mandrel has been drawn through the
coupling and the pipe/coupling assembly pops free.

Step #6
Inspect the coupling fitting insert sealing face for
damage or debris.

IMPORTANT: Make sure o-ring is free of dirt and debris
and is fully seated correctly in the base of the tee/elbow
(SSPFL/SSPFT) insert. Failure to completely seat the o-ring
fully into the tee/elbow insert can cause the o-ring to

be cut during connection, resulting in a coupling leak.

WARNING: When connecting coupling insert to
FlexWorks fittings; hand tighten them firmly and then rotate
Ya turn using a wrench. Tighten to 60 ft. Ibs. (23 N-m).

IMPORTANT: When using double wall pipe, a section of
the outer pipe must be stripped from the ends of the
primary pipe before attaching the couplings using a
FlexWorks Jacket Stripper Tool.

Step #7 (See Figure 5)

Before attaching coupling to tee or elbow, apply Loctite
242, Blue Medium-Strength Threadlocker (included;
OPW part number H08923M), to the male threads on the
coupling as shown below.
