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1.	 FIELD INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
OPW Overfill Warning Systems should only be used on submerged pumping systems, 
and not with suction pump systems. OPW Overfill Warning Systems should only be used 
on gravity drop systems. DO NOT use where Pump Off Unloading is used. 

Valve must be mounted vertically with the two threads at the top of the valve.  Ball float will 
only operate properly if installed vertically. 

1.	 Apply a non-hardening, gasoline resistant pipe compound on the two threads.  Tighten down to 
pipes or plug.

 Do not use plastic or teflon tape!

2.	 Attach bottom of fitting to 2” pipe (50 mm) using supplied gasket and nut.

3.	 Make sure ball float moves freely, full stroke, without binding. 
 

2.	 PREVENTIVE MAINTENANCE
Every three years, remove and inspect the valve for damage, contamination, corrosion, and free-
dom of movement of the ball float.  Replace if damaged or corroded.
