Procedure for updating software to the

C/OPT 343 (20-0343) board.

How to update software on the C/OPT 342 (20-0343):

· Print out C/OPT configuration

NOTE: Before doing this upgrade look on the configuration at the FPGA1 & FPGA2 they need to have version 3 and 2 respectively.

· Put the C/OPT into the test mode by:

· Press and hold the Graphics Contrast button while turning the power off and on.

· Wait for 2 beeps and let go of the Graphics Contrast button

· When the C/OPT display shows enter Password;   press yes

· Enter the password of the C/OPT (default password is “0000”)

· In the upper left corner of the display a “P” will appear.

· Leave the C/OPT on that screen.

· Using the FSC3000 terminal cable (20-1520-01) plug the 9 pin connector into your laptop (com port 1 or 2) and the RJ45 end into the PV343 (20-0343) board RS232 connector (J6).

· Follow these steps to download the new software:

· Using HyperTerminal (or some other terminal application)

· Select the desired COM port and configure as:

· Baud Rate: 115200 bps

· Parity = None

· Data Bits = 7

· Stop Bits = 2

· From the menu select: “Transfer>Send Text File”

· Select the .dnl you want to send and click “Open”

OR….

· Open a command prompt window

· Change directories to the folder containing these files.

· Run the batch file to download the latest version of C/OPT software, passing the name of the COM port your using to connect to the terminal.    Example:  “Loadcopt COM4”

OR….

You may use the program UploadCOPT.exe, available in the zip file.  Click “Browse” to navigate to the .DNL file you wish to send, select a serial port from the drop-down box and then click “Upload”.  Clicking “Cancel” will cancel the upload.  When done, click “Ok” to exit.

Note: The software should begin downloading, you can watch the C/OPT screen and it will show “PASS” when the download is finished.

Unplug the RJ45 connector from the PV343 board; then follow the steps to get into the test mode.  Using the configuration you printed out re-configure the C/OPT to match the settings on the print out.
